Risk is part of any activity, it exists regardless of whether it has been identified or not.
The task of security management and the manager is to minimize the identified risks, which
creates the prerequisites for creating a stable environment with the maximum achievable level
of security in which public and private sector entities, as well as residents living in a given
territory, will operate. The achieved stability and the associated sense of security are a
prerequisite for the development of society. One of the prerequisites for the establishment of a
rule of law is the democratic acquisition of political power through elections associated with
universal suffrage. In these elections at the national level, either individuals compete, in this
case the election of the head of state, or political parties. The results of the elections are largely
dependent on voting behavior, which also affects voter turnout. Based on the election results,
political parties are divided into parliamentary and non-parliamentary parties. Parties with
different orientations regularly enter parliament, so the leaders of individual parties must be
able to reach a consensus, which is a prerequisite for the functioning of parliament and the
formation of a government, which is a prerequisite for ensuring the exercise of state power.

However, an important fact also appears to be the impact of parliamentarism on security
in the state. Parliamentarism is a form of government where parliament plays a key role. In a
broader sense, it refers to a political system where parliament is superior to other state bodies.
In a narrower sense, parliamentarism is taken and perceived as the primary basis for
parliamentary democracy. The basis of parliamentarism is the sovereignty of the people and
representative democracy. Security is a state where society is protected from threats and risks.
Parliament adopts laws and decisions that can affect the level of security in the country, for
example in the areas of defense, police, justice or civil protection.

Other characteristics of the rule of law are social consent-consensus, the chance for
change, the right to justice and the expression of civil attitudes, the guarantee of civil rights and
freedoms. This applies both to the majority population and to individual minorities living in a
given territory, which can be classified from various perspectives. Ignoring the demands of
minorities can lead to increased tension in society, which reduces the level of its security and
stability. The existence and deepening of social contradictions are also a characteristic of
modern society. The existing social stratification into upper, middle and lower classes is caused
by the differentiated distribution of material values and individual opportunities, which leads
to the emergence of social unrest and conflicts. In addition, in some countries (e.g. Slovakia),
the problem of income polarization of the population based on the territorial principle is
insufficiently resolved.

The contemporary world is characterized by integration tendencies. Each nation has its
own interests (e.g. political, cultural, constitutional or economic), which can become the subject
of disputes in international integrations, which can on the one hand provide economic benefits,
but also limit some national interests. One of the current problems is therefore the search for
consensuses aimed at a democratic and rational articulation of national identity and integration.
The scope and topicality of the topics described in this scientific monograph in the context of
constantly changing conditions, raise the need for their further investigation.

Protection of Persons and Property. The scope of the issues discussed allows its use in study
programs with a similar focus within the study fields of Security Sciences. The method of
processing individual chapters will allow the broad scientific and professional public to gain
new knowledge. In the analysis of the dangerous phenomenon in question, the author discusses
the relevant national criminal law, as well as the analysis of international legal instruments in
the fight against organized crime, i.e. primarily the analysis of the types and forms of
international cooperation in the fight against organized crime. One of the most serious problems
that all states are currently confronted with is a significant increase in the commission of
organized crime. The first chapter of the monograph is devoted to the definition and
delimitation of the term "organized crime". Despite the efforts of many legal theorists, it has
not been possible to reach a uniform definition or definition of the term organized crime to date.
The problem lies primarily in the fact that a vague understanding without a clear definition of
the signs that are applicable in evidentiary practice does not allow for effective action against
organized crime, while, on the contrary, an overly broad understanding of the concept of
organized crime allows for the application of tools and powers against organized crime in a
scope that would be capable of exceeding the boundaries of protected civil rights and freedoms.

For this reason, the European Union has
proposed specific rules for terrorist content, which is particularly dangerous for our security
and trust in the digital world. What is illegal offline is also illegal online. The EU will continue
to actively work towards a safer internet that serves people and is based on our values, and is
gradually putting into practice legal and institutional tools to counter terrorist propaganda.

Environmental liability is a legal and ethical category that primarily concerns the obligation to
act in such a way as to prevent damage to the environment. It includes both legal liability (e.g.
liability for environmental damage) and moral responsibility, which requires recognition of the
value of the environment and all forms of life. From a legal perspective, individual legal
instruments apply, for example, to hazardous commercial activities, where the operator may be
liable even without proof of fault, or to other activities where liability is tied to proof of fault
or negligence. The author of the article focused on the characteristics of the relevant legal
instruments of the European Union, which aim to create a framework of environmental liability
for the prevention and elimination of environmental damage based on the “polluter pays”
principle.

The digitalization and connectivity of modern cars bring new challenges in the field of
cybersecurity. Vehicles contain dozens of control units and millions of lines of software code,
which create new attack surfaces. The article analyzes the most common threats associated with
wireless communication, access systems, diagnostic interfaces and infotainment. Real incidents
are presented (e.g. attack on Jeep Cherokee, Tesla and BMW ConnectedDrive) that illustrate
the practical consequences of vulnerabilities. Subsequently, attention is paid to the regulatory
framework and standards (UNECE WP.29, ISO/SAE 21434, ISO 26262, NIST CSF, ETSI TS
103 645 and ISO/IEC 27001) that define the requirements for security management throughout
the vehicle life cycle. Protection approaches are also discussed - architecture segmentation,
OTA updates, penetration testing, cryptography and the use of artificial intelligence in anomaly
detection. The aim of the article is to highlight the need for systematic risk management and
development of cyber resilience in the automotive industry. The results indicate that without
consistent integration of security into the design, development and operation of vehicles, it is
impossible to ensure trust in autonomous and connected mobility.
