Summary :

The author's publications cover several pillars of security sciences. Their thematic structure covers
criminology, information and cyber security, crisis management, population protection and, last but not
least, economic security, which appears in indexed studies focused on economic threats, digital
transformation or the resilience of economic systems. The author's overview includes monographs,
chapters in collective works, articles registered in WoS and Scopus, and numerous conference
contributions. Criminologically oriented publications form a significant part of the entire corpus. The
monograph Methodological approaches in criminology (2025) provides a comprehensive overview of
the methodological foundations of criminological processes in various areas of investigation and
represents a key contribution to the development of criminological methodology. This line is
complemented by the textbooks Kriminalistika v praxi (2013) and Criminalistic tactics (2010), which
provide a pedagogical framework for basic and advanced teaching of criminology. In these works,
forensic analysis is interconnected with applied security technologies, which supports the
interdisciplinary nature of forensic procedures. The second widely represented area is information and
cybersecurity. Several professional articles and conference contributions analyze the vulnerabilities of
the digital environment, the security of wireless networks, attacks on mobile devices, or the compromise
of corporate and university information systems. Publications such as Information Security
Technologies, Security information technology, and provide a comprehensive pedagogical basis for this
area of security. These works also include a practical orientation to risk analysis and the design of
protective measures, which has significant implications for applied forensics. From the point of view of
applied security sciences, publications dedicated to forensic and operational aspects of rescue services
are of particular importance. The habilitation monograph from 2021 and related WoS/Scopus articles
examine the risk factors of the work of paramedics, their exposure to physical and psychosocial threats,
and the need for systemic measures within the integrated rescue system. These publications represent
an important contribution to the forensic assessment of occupational risks and complement the
criminological perspective with the dimension of operational security. Economic security is also
organically integrated into the publication framework, which is represented by several studies indexed
in the WoS and Scopus databases. The publications are devoted, for example, to the economic security
of enterprises in the context of digitalization, the formation of pricing policy, the analysis of threats
threatening the sustainable development of regions, or the resilience of economic systems to external
shocks. Some studies elaborate on the connection between modern information technologies and the
security of economic processes (e.g. digital economy, economic security of enterprises, or sustainable
economic development). Such works deepen the interdisciplinary character of the entire publication
corpus and complement the criminological and technological orientation with the economic dimensions
of security. In addition to the above-mentioned thematic areas, the publications also contain outputs
focused on crisis management, crime prevention, population protection, and systemic security strategies,
thereby strengthening a comprehensive understanding of security processes in society. This collection
is complemented by numerous pedagogical texts that serve as a basis for the training of security
specialists and support the continuous development of the security science school. The publishing
activity as a whole shows a high degree of interconnection of theoretical foundations, application outputs
and interdisciplinary overlaps, which are characteristic of modern security sciences. The representation



of criminology, cybersecurity, forensic practice and economic security creates a balanced and
methodologically coherent framework that meets the requirements placed on scientific activity.

Resume : The need for evaluating the quality of private security services is a direct result of the
evermore developing private security sector. As experience has shown us over time, the need
for regulating this sector, whether by means of legislation or with the help of other instruments
or methods, has proven to be necessary in order to assure the quality of the service provided.
However not all of these instruments have completely fulfilled their target and their impact was
visible mainly at the key level of their scope. The overall amount, diversity and the character of
all the different types of approaches in respect to the quality level of private security services
forces upon the idea of bringing together all of these different approaches into a single and
unified systematic approach. Such an approach represents the main philosophy of this
dissertation thesis, the goal of which is to find, identify and offer a unified approach and
methodology in the case of private security service evaluation, which could then be over time
further developed and improved.

Resume : The publication focuses on the identification and assessment of specific safety risks
in the performance of the profession of a paramedic. Although these risks are described in
professional literature, in practice they are often lacking in-depth identification and
management. Unmanaged risks can develop into threats that reduce the effectiveness of
interventions within the components of the Integrated Rescue System. Activated risks can also
cause harm to the paramedics themselves. The latency or low perceived level of some risks leads
to their neglect in practical solutions. The monograph therefore points to these problems and
offers partial solutions using current scientific and technical knowledge. The aim was also to
mediate interdisciplinary transfer of knowledge between the disciplines of "Protection of
persons and property" and "Rescue services" within the framework of security sciences. The
research mainly used qualitative methods, such as text analysis, case studies, practical research
and controlled interviews. Quantitative methods complemented qualitative insights through
statistical analyses, system outputs and measurements. The result was the identification of key
risks and the design of procedures and technical measures to mitigate or eliminate them.

The methodology of formation the
minimum and maximum selling prices of trade enterprise, maintenance of margin of
economic security, which is based on research of turnover costs and working capital of
trade enterprise is offered. Based on statistical data of trade enterprises, the types of
prices by product range are determined, which form a stable economic situation and
ensure economic security of trade enterprise. The necessity of forming the optimal price
policy and selling prices of trade enterprises with the use of Pareto efficiency tools and
construction of single-criteria and multi-criteria tasks, indicators of quality of
commodity resources of trade enterprises is substantiated.

Resume: This study has proven that the economic system is determined by various
components, in particular, it includes the real sector of the economy, which is formed
on mega-, macro, meso-, micro-and nano-levels. In addition, it was proved that the
nano-level is determined by the activities of individuals whose economic activity begins
with the birth and attitude of parents, attending various educational and upbringing
institutions, and studying at university. A separate segment of the nano-level of the
economic system is the baby industry responsible for the production of goods and
services for children and future parents. All these aspects are indicators of the
development of the baby economy. Such an economic category as the baby economy
was separated and defined. The study uses the following methods: analysis, synthesis,
structural analysis, systemic approach, observation, comparison, multifactor regression.
These methods made it possible to achieve the results, which involve isolation of the
baby economy as a component of nanoeconomy and definition of such components of
the baby economic segment of nanoeconomy as a family or household economy, the
baby industry, the economy of the educational process and upbringing. For this purpose,
the value-institutional approach was applied. In addition, multifactorial analysis of the
impact of indicators of the baby economy development on the population of a country
with a transitive economy with incomes below the subsistence minimum was
performed. This analysis identified a direct but minor relationship between these
phenomena, which demonstrates the need to intensify and create a policy for the baby
economy in similar states.

Resume: The aim of this paper is to identify the legislative basis referring to the position
and activities of the Rescue and Fire Brigade Corps, the Medical Rescue Service and
the Voluntary Municipal Fire Brigade in Slovakia. The paper deals with the results of
an analysis based on a questionnaire research focusing on cooperation between
professional and voluntary fire brigades and the Medical Rescue Service during
common interventions. The research includes answers from 97 respondents. The
analysis shows that cooperation between the afore-mentioned rescue units is in general
good, however it has some shortcomings and problems, such as poor communication
and insufficient common training.

Resume: The COVID-19 disease pandemic, representing a worldwide problem, has
moved the world population into a position it has not experienced since World War I1.
However, there is one difference: the problem has stricken not only Europe but the
whole American continent, Asia and Africa. Solution to the problem can be divided into
two levels, namely medical and social. At the social level, the only solution is crisis
management, or simply prevention and crisis activities carried out by representatives of
the governments, and the willingness of citizens to follow specific regulations.
However, a combination of the estimate of risk and efficient regulations in compliance
with medical care must pursue the sole aim, namely to stabilise and stop the spread of
the coronavirus. One part of crisis management is represented by the proper
documentation of particular procedures and the drawing of conclusions for the future.
This paper is the result of conducting an institutional project at the University of
Security Management in KoSice, and characterizes the position of the crisis
management and rescue units in solving the pandemic in the Slovak Republic. In
addition, the paper compares starting points of crisis management and measures taken
by selected countries, and identifies the problem of the crisis management both at state
and individual levels in Slovakia.
